National Curriculum 
 
Geography - Pupils should be encouraged to ask geographical 
questions for example, 'How and why is this landscape changing?', 
'What is the impact of the changes?', 'What do I think about them?' 
and to identify issues. 
 
Science - Pupils should be taught how forces generated by 
expansion, contraction and the freezing of water can lead to the 
physical weathering of rocks about the formation of rocks by 
processes that take place over different timescales, and that the 
mode of formation determines their texture and the minerals they 
contain how igneous rocks are formed by the cooling of magma, 
sedimentary rocks by processes including the deposition of rock 
fragments or organic material, or as a result of evaporation, and 
metamorphic rocks by the action of heat and pressure on existing 
rocks.
